WE HAVE NOW TAKEN 75 TEAMS 
TO POLAND.  Most of these trips take 
the form of camp ministry.  At these camps 
we have presented the Gospel message 
to thousands of Polish children and young 
people.  It always thrills me to watch 
Joanna translate the Bible teaching to her 
people in their own language!

In February, just after the war broke out 
in Ukraine, we coordinated a massive aid 
effort to send clothing, blankets, toiletries 
and food to Ukrainian refugees who had 
crossed the border into Poland.  People 
from all over Northern Ireland came 
together and packed items into 43 forty-
foot articulated lorries, which headed 
directly to Poland.  At this time, Joanna 
remained in Poland and helped our 

mission partner, Henryk, with the logistics 
over there.  A significant amount of the aid 
was transferred onto Ukrainian lorries that 
had come to Poland to take much-needed 
essentials to the neediest areas of the 
warzone.

We also set up a GoFundMe appeal, 
which is still active, for people to donate 
financially.  As money comes in, we send 
regular sums of money to Henryk and 
other Christian organisations in Poland 
to purchase food and necessities for the 
refugees and those still living in Ukraine.

OVER THE YEARS WE HAVE taken 
teams to over 20 countries to engage in 
evangelistic outreach ministry.  These are 
always very blessed and encouraging trips 
as we meet believers from diverse cultures 
and backgrounds.

When the UK entered lockdown in 
March 2020, we launched an online 
YouTube channel so we could continue 
reaching children across our land and 
beyond.  During the last 30 months, we 
recorded over 750 videos for school daily 
assemblies, Sunday School and special 
seasonal Bible Clubs.  Some of these 
videos have been viewed hundreds and 
even thousands of times.  Methods 
may change over time, but the 
message remains the same!

When we are out and about, we meet 
many strangers who tell us they regularly 
watch our videos and follow the work of 
our ministry.  With the schools opening 
up again for in-person Bible Clubs, 
our primary focus will be doing those.  
However, we still plan to record an online 
Sunday School and three assemblies every 
week as for some children, this is the only 
Bible teaching they get.

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New Tracts 2022 Books
We have now written 75 different tracts 
and printed several million of them!  At the 
end of every Bible Club meeting, children 
are given a tract.  On the back of each 
tract, the way of salvation is explained 
clearly along with a simple prayer if they 
want to respond.  We are in the process of 
printing some new tracts based on more 
Bible stories and characters. 

Since 2007 we have published 
65 books for children and also 
some devotionals for teenagers and adults.  
During lockdown, we summarised every 
book of the Bible in our online Sunday 
School.  After much encouraging feedback 
from parents and children, we decided to 
make this into a written book!  

The Old Testament 
Explored was published in 
January and we are currently putting 
our New Testament summary into 
written form.

Our latest devotional book is called 
Shining for God – a sequel to Walking 
with God and Running for God.  

This book covers The Tabernacle, Judges, 
Ezra, Nehemiah and Daniel.
We often receive messages from parents 
whose children are encouraged and 
strengthened in their walk with God while 
reading our books.

We also hear of children getting 
saved after reading our books which 
is very encouraging.

Introduction

Within the Bible, there are stories of adventure, romance and miracles, 

involving nations, families and individuals who had dealings with God.  

From the opening words of Genesis, when Adam and Eve disobeyed 

God in the Garden of Eden, the big picture of the Bible is God preparing 

a way to restore His relationship with fallen humanity through His 

Son, the Lord Jesus Christ.

After teaching the Bible to children for over 20 years, I have observed 

that despite many of them knowing dozens of Bible stories, they 

struggle to connect them together or appreciate how they contribute 

to God’s great plan of salvation.  In particular, many Christians tell me 

that they find parts of the Old Testament difficult to understand and 

struggle to apply it to their lives.  

With this in mind, when lockdown measures were introduced in 

March 2020 and we started an online Sunday School, I decided to 

summarise each Old Testament book and apply it to the challenges 

Christians face today.  This book is by no means an alternative to the 

Bible nor another translation of it!  Rather, I hope it encourages you 

to read it more yourself to discover its true beauty and richness while 

you discover the greatest love story ever told to man.

Colin Tinsley
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Leviticus

In the book of Leviticus, there are many things we can learn about God.  For example, the word “holy” appears 131 times and the word “clean” appears 186 times.  God says,	“you	shall	be	holy;	for	I	am	holy.”		The theme of the book of Leviticus is the holiness of Israel as a people, set apart to serve God.  

It was most likely written by Moses at Mount Sinai where he received the 10 Commandments.  On 38 occasions, it starts statements with the words “God said.”
 
A significant part of the book is about the Tabernacle, which was a large tent where the people could gather to worship God.  Remember that they journeyed through the wilderness for 40 years, so everything had to be portable and 
mobile.  During those years 
God taught His chosen 
nation the importance of 
His presence, His holiness, 
His hatred for sin and that 
our sins must be taken away.  

In the age we live in today, 
we look back to the cross 
where the Lord Jesus died.  
But these people had to look 
forward to a time when God 
would send a Saviour into the

would be good to have.  God in His wisdom may have much better 

plans for us.  That is why we should bring all our plans before God in 

prayer and say, “Lord, Your will be done!”

Sometimes when 

we come to pray 

to God, we may be 

holding on to some 

unforgiven sin in our 

lives.  In these verses, 

God tells us that we 

are wasting our time 

in prayer if we have 

not dealt with these 

sins already.  God is 

holy and hates sin, 

especially when we 

are lying by trying to hide it from Him.  We must be open and honest 

when we seek God’s face.

19	When	the	enemy	comes	in	like	a	flood,

The	Spirit	of	the	Lord	will	lift	up	a	standard	against	him.

This is a great verse of assurance to us.  No matter how fiercely the 

enemy may attack us, the Holy Spirit will be on our side holding back 

that enemy.
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Time and time again Gomer was unfaithful to Hosea.  Such was her love for money, she would sell herself as a slave to complete strangers.  In chapter 3, Hosea tells us that he had to buy Gomer back for 15 pieces of silver.  When he brought her back home, she was weak and injured because the men had treated 
her so badly.  Hosea showed his undying love for her by tucking her 
into bed and bringing her food and medicine until she was better.
God explained to Hosea that the nation of Israel had acted in the 
same way.  They had run off in pursuit of things and money, enslaving 
themselves to surrounding nations.  They kept turning their backs on 
God, which upset Him greatly.  Yet, time and time again, God sent prophets to tell them to turn from their sins and return to Him.  God had always kept His side of the covenant and forgave them every time, in the same way as Hosea had always forgiven Gomer.  Hosea’s unfailing love towards Gomer was a picture to the people of God’s unfailing love to them even with their constant unfaithfulness to Him.

 In the same way that Hosea had to pay for the return of his wayward 
wife, many years later, the Lord Jesus Christ had to pay the ultimate 
cost for us with His own life to open the way of salvation for all who 
would trust in Him.  After Jesus went up into Heaven, the Holy Spirit 
came down to start the New Testament church, which is the bride of 
Christ.  
 
“Husbands,	 love	your	wives,	 just	as	Christ	also	 loved	the	church	
and	 gave	 Himself	 for	 her,	 that	 He	 might	 sanctify	 and	 cleanse	

her	with	the	washing	of	water	by	the	word,	that	He	might	present	
her	 to	 Himself	 a	 glorious	 church,	 not	 having	 spot	 or	 wrinkle	 or	
any	such	thing,	but	that	she	should	be	holy	and	without	blemish.”		
(Ephesians	5:25-27)

In the book of Revelation, we read about the “Marriage supper of 
the Lamb.”  This is a great future celebration that will take place in 
Heaven for all Christians who are part of Christ’s bride, the church.
If you are a Christian, the story of Hosea and Gomer should challenge 
you regarding your faithfulness to Christ.  Hosea is a picture of God 
telling us, “Come to me and stay with me.”  How sad that we can be 
just like Gomer, running after other idols in our hearts.  These idols 
might be ungodly relationships, the pursuit of wealth, education or 
popularity, or even such things as TV, sport or social media. 
Today, many people don’t seem to care if they hurt or offend God 
by putting other things 
before Him.  Sadly, 
many Christians seem 
to push God to the 
edge of their lives and 
only focus on Him 
for a few hours on a 
Sunday.  We can dress 
up in nice clothes and 
go to church or Sunday 
School with a smiling 
face, but at the same time, our hearts can be far from God. 
Hosea placed some of the responsibility for the people’s disobedience 
onto the elders and leaders because they had clearly failed to teach 
them God’s Word.

“My	people	are	destroyed	for	lack	of	knowledge.”		(Hosea	4:6)
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precious blood washes all 

our sins away and brings 

us back to fellowship with 

Him.
 
We can now look back to 

the sacrifice of the Lord 

Jesus, the perfect Lamb 

of God.  John the Baptist 

once said,	 “Behold!	 	 The	

Lamb	 of	 God	 who	 takes	

away	 the	 sin	 of	 the	

world!”		(John	1:29)

Finally, Pharaoh allowed the Hebrew people to leave.  Moses led 

them out with joy.  According to Exodus 38:26, 603,550 men over 20 

years old (plus their wives & children) left the land of Egypt.  If we 

assume that most men were married and there were many children 

under the age of 20, there would most likely have been a total of over 

2 million people plus all their livestock and cattle!  

However, it wasn’t long before Pharaoh had hardened his heart and 

changed his mind once again.  He sent his army after the Hebrews!  

When the army arrived, there were mountains on both sides of the 

people and the Red Sea lay in front of them.  They felt trapped!

They began to murmur 

and complain at Moses, 

but God instructed 

Moses to stretch his 

hand out over the sea.  

Immediately, the sea 

opened up and God dried 

the seabed so they could 

walk across it! 

Of course, the Egyptians 

followed them, but as 

soon as the last Hebrew 

was safely across, God 

told Moses to stretch 

out his hand once more.  

Immediately, the sea 

closed just as it had 

opened earlier.  The big 

walls of water crashed 

down on all of the 

Egyptian horses and soldiers.  The Bible tells us that not a single one 

of them survived.

 
This was a miraculous and wonderful victory, and the first thing Moses 

did was to give thanks to God by singing His praises.

 
So, the journey began, a journey which would last 40 years, because 

God knew the people were not yet ready to overcome the current 

inhabitants of their Promised Land.

Time and time again the people complained and got angry at God 

and Moses.  Despite seeing dozens of miracles, they were still full of 

unbelief and accused God of not caring for them.

Firstly, they complained 

because they had no water.  

Then, when they received 

water they complained 

that it was salty.

Moses was able to perform 

a miracle to make the 

water fresh.  However, the

During the 40 years travelling around the wilderness, Moses continually taught the people about God.  To ensure future generations would not forget God’s ways, under the leading of the Holy Spirit, Moses wrote the first 5 books of the Bible, often referred to as the Pentateuch.
 

In preparation for building society in the Promised Land, the next 3 books, Leviticus, Numbers and Deuteronomy, provide the people with detailed instructions on matters relating to justice, health, business and most of all the proper worship of God.
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Most people assume that Samson was a big 

muscular man.  This may have been the case, 

but his supernatural strength came from 

the Spirit of the Lord inside of him and had 

nothing to do with his physique.

However, Samson’s downfall occurred 

because of the raging lions inside of him that 

he was unable to control.  Firstly, he had anger issues.  Instead of 

asking God to deal with this problem, he chose to take his frustrations 

out physically on anyone or anything that crossed his path!

The second lion inside Samson was his desire for women.  He made 

many bad decisions but one of the worst was marrying an unbeliever 

from Israel’s fiercest enemies at that time, the Philistines.  The 

marriage did not last long, and she cunningly manipulated Samson 

into revealing a secret which resulted in her leaving Samson.  In his 

anger, he killed 30 Philistines.  He then 

caught 300 foxes, tied flaming torches 

to their tails and set them loose across 

the fields of the Philistine crops!

The Philistines wanted revenge and 

invaded Israel to capture Samson.  

When they met him, Samson grabbed 

the jawbone of a donkey and used it 

as a club to kill 1,000 Philistine soldiers!

Samson’s supernatural strength was 

linked to one of his Nazirite vows, 

which did not permit his hair to be 

cut.  He knew if he ever cut his hair 

that moment the vow would be 

broken, and he would then have the 

strength of a normal man. 

Rather than learning from his previous mistake of marrying a Philistine 

woman, he saw a very beautiful girl named Delilah and wanted her 

for himself.  He should have realised that this would end in disaster, 

but he could not resist the temptation and began dating her.

Likewise, we need to beware of temptation.  There are many things in 

this world we want to look at, or things we want to eat, or places we 

want to go, but we know deep down we shouldn’t.

The Philistines knew Samson 

was too strong for them 

physically, but it was obvious 

to them what his weakness 

was.  They approached Delilah 

and told her if she could 

seduce him to discover the 

source of his great strength, 

they would reward her with 

1,100 pieces of silver!

At the beginning, he made 

up stories and told her if he 

was bound with ropes, he 

would just have the strength 

of a normal man.  Three 

times she thought she had 

him captured, but he tore 

the ropes to shreds on each 

occasion.   
 
He should have realised she was trying to betray him, but one day he 

got tired of her asking and told her that a razor had never been used 

on his head as he was a Nazirite to God from birth.  He told her that 

if his head was shaved, his strength would leave him, and he would 

become like any other man.
